STAGE SET

Ideal dimensions of the dancefloor: 14 x 12


Traditional wooden floor with a black used stage floor (installed before the tech) 

Black legs on 4 of the 5 plans and a set of black borders
 (if there is a proscenium stage, please set a street-length before the stage)


1 cyclorama + black tulle (where possible)


1 black backdrop (on alternate sides) in front of the cyclorama, sashed or on cue track  


1 black velvet backdrop on cue track with a central opening 
2 black bistro-style chairs (for the stage) and 14 chairs backstage for the costumes 


Use of the stage curtain 
LIGHTING: see attached plans + aforementioned contact information 
The lighting plan can be adapted to the stage dimension and to the technical capacities of the theatre.   

The stage managing room shall be located towards the stage. 
Poles’ height: 7.5 m where possible

Filters upon request (see attached plan)

Our lighting technician or our general operator will be present the day before the performance for the tech. 
The lighting, the gelatins as well as the structure should be installed by the technicians of the theatre. Said technicians should be present during the adjustment and the coding phase as well as during the performance. 
Electricity:


The lighting department shall not share the sound department mains and shall have its own residual-current device (RCD).
SOUND

IMPORTANT: the sound will be carried out by your sound manager.  

House Audio

Quality sound system adapted to the auditorium. The sound system shall be installed and adjusted in order to provide a homogeneous sound in terms of level and frequency. 

On Stage Monitors

Needed
Microphones
1 set SHURE UHF UR series + 1 bodypack transmitter + 1 DPA 4099 micro with special guitar clip system. 
2 sets SHURE UHF UR series + SM58 handheld transmitter + microphone stand with integral boom arm.
Sound pickup in front of the stage of feet kicks on the floor: every 1.5 m a PZM or a SM/BETA 91 boundary microphone (minimum 4 microphones). Stage sound pickup: 2x2 KM 184 NEUMANN condenser microphones on little microphone stands.
Audio Booth
A professional audio mixer. 
An equaliser 2X31 band (Klark Teknik DN360, BSS 960)

Adjustment
On the day of the performance at 4.30pm / 5.00pm in the presence of the artists. 
Intercom

A 4-device intercom system (2 backstage (stage right and stage left) + 1 in the lighting control room and 1 in the sound control room)

COSTUMES:

The costumes are to be delivered on the morning of the performance day. 
            2 clothes racks, 50 hangers, 2 ironing boards as well as steam irons are to be provided

Washing and drying, during and after the performance are to be taken into consideration. 

A sewing kit is necessary
BOXES :

2 big dressing rooms for 7 dancers (minimum)


1 box for the technical team and the direction


1 box for the costumes with the clothes racks 

Every dressing room shall be equipped with clothes racks, hangers, mirrors, tables, chairs and lights. 
Showers (hot and cold water) and 14 towels are necessary. 
CATERING:
Catering is to be set up at the arrival of the dancers, around 4.00pm 

Minimum 20 litres of plain water are to be available (for the tech too).
Fruit juices and Coca-Cola in sufficient quantities
Fresh fruit, bananas + biscuits
Sandwiches: ham, cheese, sliced white bread and mayonnaise

Hot water - Chocolate and coffee
